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Going to Taco Bell 
 
I was listening to a radio program on Monday when the host said a memorable thing that 
caught my attention.  The host quoted a minor (my estimation) celebrity as having said that 
one did not have to go to church in order to be a Christian.  In an effort to bolster that 
rationale the same celebrity was to have said “you don’t become a taco by going to Taco 
Bell.” 
 
Reading between the lines (as it were) I formed the opinion that the individual was claiming 
to be Christian while acknowledging that he did not attend worship. Do those two things 
belong together?  Must they?  Yes and No. 
 
Must they? Being a Christian entails having faith in Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord. Faith 
is not a result of my effort but a gift from God so it can be given absent worship attendance. 
However, consider Romans 10:17 -     17 Consequently, faith comes from hearing the 
message, and the message is heard through the word about Christ. 
 
Impossible to be a Christian and not attend worship? No, but it is improbable to maintain 
our faith without worship. 
 
Where else am I going to hear God’s word regularly? Where else will I be encouraged in 
my faith? There are other places but the surest one is in worship. This is in keeping with 
God’s commandment to honor the Sabbath. Peter also writes in Hebrews 10:25 -     25 Let 
us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but encouraging one 
another—and all the more as you see the Day approaching. 
 
Going to Taco Bell will certainly not make one a taco but going to church (worship) will 
impact one’s Christian faith.
